e Minimum four AP courses and AP exams

 Admission is based on 5 courses

 For the fifth subject, some programs will
accept “U” or “M” courses

» Don't forget to self-report all of your
courses and grades



5 Minimum ACT composite score of 24
OR

e Minimum SAT score of 1100 (Reasoning
plus either Critical Writing or Reading
components)

» Admission is based on 5 senior level
courses — not necessarily taken in your
senior year

» U of Calgary does NOT require letters of
recommendation or essays (except for BHSc
program)

» Please have your high school submit your
first semester mid-term transcript with senior
level subjects and grades asap

« American citizens are considered to be
International students and will require a study
permit to attend university in Canada —
simple process



5 Minimum IB Diploma score of 24 required for
admission — many programs require higher scores

 Scores calculated using “bonus” points for TOK,
EE and CAS

« Admission is based on a minimum of 3 Higher
Level courses

» Students must submit predicted scores for
admission and awards using the template found at
ucalgary.ca/admissions/ibibatteters

* Non-IB Diploma students (certificate) will be
admitted based on individual IB courses

» We will use either your IB scores or your High
School marks — whichever works to your
advantage!
