More on affricates



[±continuant] 

In [+continuant] sounds, the primary 
constriction of the vowel tract is not 
narrowed to the point where the flow 
past the constriction is blocked.

In [ðcontinuant] sounds the air flow 
through the mouth is effectively blocked.

Since [±continuant] is defined on the 
basis of near-complete vs. complete 
blockage in the mouth, this feature is 
relevant only for [+consonantal] 
phonemes.
